LORRAINE DESMARAIS

Lorraine Desmarais, BIG BAND

«Lorraine Desmarais, a pillar of the Montreal jazz scene, offers a
powerful new recording that celebrates two important milestones:
it is her tenth album to date and marks the 25th
year of her career. A pianist, composer and teacher at the
Cégep Saint-Laurent, Desmarais has ventured out of trio territory to
form a large jazz band and give life to her own compositions. This
is a real delight considering the fact that female bandleaders are
extremely rare, hence this columnist's jubilation. The project was
initiated in 2006, and each sheet of music was meticulously
reviewed, corrected and polished before gracing the music
stands of Montreal and Quebec’s greatest soloists
and musicians, including Jean-Pierre Zanella (alto and
soprano saxophones) André Leroux (tenor saxophone), Ron Di
Lauro/Aron Doyle (trumpet), and Dave Grott (trombone). Combin-
ing finely crafted compositions, energetic swing and well balanced
orchestral power, Lorraine Desmarais proves, if she hasn't already
done so, that she is one of the great women in jazz and that she
has a distinctive sound that evokes, but does not emulate Bill
Holman, John Lewis, Gill Fuller and Manny Albam. »
